NKJP - The National Corpus of Polish
This poster outlines the joint efforts undertaken by Polish corpus teams to compile a National Corpus of Polish (NKJP). Unlike many other reference corpora, the NKJP is partly created by integrating three existing major corpora of Polish. The intended size of the NKJP is 1 billion words, of which at least 300-million will form a carefully balanced sub-corpus containing a 30-million word spoken language component. To meet this target, a large-scale corpus data acquisition effort was launched at the start of the project.

The corpus is annotated at different structural levels. Detailed morphological annotation will be complemented with partial syntactic and semantic metadata. As part of the project, a number of NLP tools for Polish are also being developed, including a syntactic parser and a word sense disambiguation module.
Due to the size of the corpus and the morphological richness of Polish, providing robust indexing and search tools for the NKJP poses a special challenge. The functionality of two dedicated web-based corpus search engines is presented in this poster.

The NKJP is an innovative project combining different aspects of corpus data integration and acquisition and it is expected to provide a number of NLP tools and resources for Polish in the near future. Our poster provides a concise summary of this large-scale corpus project.
